Good News! The IRA Charitable Rollover 
Passed! 
In "Division C -- the Tax Extenders and Alter-
native Minimum Tax Relief Act of 2008" of H.
R. 1424, Congress extended an excellent chari-
table planning opportunity for both 2008 and 
2009. This act permits an IRA owner age 70½ 
or older to make a direct transfer to charity. The 
transfer may be up to $100,000 in one year and 
this IRA rollover will exist for year 2008 and 
year 2009. Sec. 408(d)(8)(A).

All charitable organizations will immediately 
need to make this opportunity known to their 
friends and supporters. Many nonprofits have 
been collecting lists of donors who have given 
through IRAs in the past or are interested in 
making gifts in the future.

Quadrant Guidelines 
 

               Because of the size of the North District, geographi-
cally and number of clergy and churches, it is imperative that 
new ways are discovered to meet regularly in smaller group-
ings.  The mechanism to do this will be monthly quadrant 
meetings.  The quadrant will meet eight times during the cal-
endar year.  The quadrants will not meet in June, July, August 
or December. The four quadrants are the Longview Quadrant 
which will meet at Greggton UMC, the Marshall Quadrant 
which will meet at Summit UMC, the Texarkana Quadrant 
which will meet at Hardy Memorial UMC, and the Mt. Pleas-
ant Quadrant which will meet at St. Andrew UMC.   
 
               The purpose of the quadrant meetings will be for fel-
lowship, sharing information, study, service, sharing best 
practices and worship. The format would include a time of 
devotion, sharing the Lord’s Supper, prayer for concerns, ex-
pressing joys and victories, presentation, and lunch for those 
who desire to attend. 
 
Expectations: 
 
1. Each full time pastor will attend a quadrant meeting 

monthly.  It is assumed that you would attend your geo-
graphical quadrant, but if prohibited you would attend in 
another quadrant. 

2.   Participate fully with a positive attitude. 
3.   Share in preparing devotions and leading the sacrament. 
4.   Inform the District Office if you cannot attend. 
5.   Pray for your clergy colleagues and churches. 
6.   Be prepared by reading or studying materials for meeting. 
 
Organization: 
 
Each Quadrant will have a leader which will be rotated annu-
ally.  The leader will work with the District Superintendent to 
take roll, lead the meetings in the absence of the D.S., and 
work with the District Leadership Team in further planning 
and implementation of District initiatives.  Each participant 
will be assigned a time to share devotion and lead commun-
ion.
