May I make a confession? Hurricanes have always 

fascinated me.  It probably has something to do with growing 
up in Galveston County and seeing a hurricane or two affect 
my hometown. (Does anyone remember Carla?)  When Rox-
anne and I lived in Santa Fe, Texas, we spent a long, dark 
night, in a soggy parsonage, as Hurricane Alicia pounded our 
church, our community and our home.  

 
 Hurricanes interest me because they are so power-

ful and uncontrollable. The power of a really well organized 
hurricane is awesome to behold. Is there a parallel here with 
“the Body of Christ”, the church? Think about it – a hurri-
cane that makes a big difference is organized around a cen-
tral core – the eye. The better organized a hurricane becomes 
the more potent it is.   

 
Is there a lesson here for the church? How might we 

affect the world if we worked hard to organize everything we 
do around a central, guiding, principle? You’re way ahead of 
me, aren’t you?  Our central core is Jesus Christ, and our 
guiding principle is to do everything we do in order to make 
disciples for Christ for the transformation of the world. The 
tighter we wind ourselves around our core the more we can 
change the world.  Of course, this is where the analogy 
erodes.  Our purpose is always to build up and never tear 
down. 

 
Many in the North District have sheltered folks as 

they’ve fled Gustav’s destruction – thank you.  Hunker 
down, organize, and be prepared to share God’s good news 
with others who might come our way.
