During the day you will participate in six informative and experiential sessions 
(three in the morning and three in the afternoon with a delicious, nutritious 
lunch in between): 
1. Receive 1 to 1 personal coaching on your Health Risk Appraisal including 
cholesterol and target Body Mass Index (BMI) 
2. Learn balanced nutrition and weight loss using your own “deck of cards” 
3. Build muscle tone with strengthening exercises (no machines – just flexi-
ble bands) 
4. Taste a variety of Super Foods – your palate will be pleasantly surprised 
with these nutrition “superstars” 
5. Relax and stretch muscles with gentle flexibility exercises
