to respect each other," said panelist, Rev. Virginia Wall.
"This behavior is not acceptable.”

Examples from speakers and the group of about 80 ranged
from mean comments on Facebook to shoving during argu-
ments to school shootings, a harsh reality of modern Amer-
ica. Bullies, according to discussion, simply try to cover up
their own insecurities. Wesley Bray, son of Summer Grove's
pastor, addressed bullies.

"Before you do something, think about it," the 14-year-old
Caddo Magnet High student said. "Count down from 10."
The Rev. Mark Bray, pastor at Summer Grove, said he
wanted his church to be aware of what cruel words can do.
"Thetopic of bullying has sort of resurfaced in the past few
weeks with some youth that were killed in other parts of the
country,” Bray said. "It's been around for along time."

After thetalk, the group lit candles to honor and memorialize
bullies' victims.
